The Commission orders that —

1. The Storemen and Packers, General (State) Industrial Committee published 10 May 1996 (292 1.G. 793)
and subsequent variation published 6 September 1996 (294 1.G. 1057), be extended.

2. The said committee shall consist of two representatives of employers and two representatives of
employees.
3. The representatives of employers shall be appointed, upon nomination as prescribed:

Sections 1, 2 and 5-9:

1. One nominee appointed by The Employers' Federation of New South Wales;
2. One nominee appointed by the Australian Retailers' Association;

3. One nominee appointed by Australian Business Industrial.

Section 4:

1. One nominee appointed by Australian Business Industrial;

Section 10:

1. One nominee appointed by The Employers' Federation of New South Wales;

Alternate nominating rights:
One nominee appointed by the New South Wales Road Transport Association Inc.

4. The representatives of employees shall be appointed, upon nomination as prescribed:

Sections 1, 2 and 5-9

1. Three nominees appointed by the National Union of Workers, New South Wales Branch.
Section 4:
1. One nominee appointed by the National Union of Workers, New South Wales Branch.

Section 10:
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1. One nominee appointed by the National Union of Workers, New South Wales Branch.

5. This order shall take effect on and from 3 September 1999 for a period of three years.
